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About Winter Illnesses and School Attendance 

As we head into the colder months, it’s common to see an increase in seasonal illnesses such as 
colds, coughs, and other respiratory infections. We understand that it can sometimes be difficult to 
decide whether your child should attend school when they are feeling unwell.

To help support your decision-making, please note the following guidance:

● Children with mild cold symptoms, such as a runny nose or a slight cough, can still 
attend school if they are otherwise well in themselves (eating, drinking, and alert).

● However, children should stay at home if they are experiencing more severe symptoms, 
such as:

○ A high temperature or fever

○ Vomiting or diarrhoea (children should remain at home for at least 48 hours after 
the last episode if it is norovirus)

○ Any illness that makes them too unwell to take part in normal school activities

We encourage good hygiene habits, such as regular hand washing and covering coughs and 
sneezes to help reduce the spread of germs. If your child is unwell and staying home, please 
remember to notify the school as soon as possible.
